At this writing, citizen interest In
the proposed document is minimal.
There seems to be more discussion
over who is spending or attempting to
raise money to promote it or kill it
than the contents.

Soon, if you have not already, you
will be receiving a copy of the
proposed charter with an explanation
of each section, These are being
mailed by county clerk and recorders
to every registered voter.

We urge each of you to take the
time to read and study it. We will
warn you that it, like too many
documents these days, gets a little
technical at times, but the
fundamentals are explained in fairly
plain language.

Before making up your mind you
should reac it and study it and also
remember a few things while you are
doing It.

First, the document represents a
compromise between extremes.
Therefore if you are expecting radical
changes you may be disappointed.
Conversely, for those of you who are
quite content with the present

must vote in changes possible or these
changes must be approved by the
legislature,

Third, if you vote for the new
constitution you must realize It
basically does two things. It puts
more power directly in the hands of
the pecple and while ridding the
legislature of much detail work in
governing cities and counties, it
increases our individual responsibility
to elect and support good legislators.

And finally, don’t fret too much
about possible changes which can be,
without too much imagination,
distorted out of proportion, We
appreciate that change, particularly if
it is too fast or too abrupt, is
naturally resisted; but change will
come eventually. The new
constitution, we believe provides for
the citizens of Montana to have a
more effective and directive voice in
how and when these changes will be
made. We urge you to read and
study the proposed constitution, not
with the idea of picking it apart, but
with the idea of assessing in your own
mind the positive proposals it
contains to make our state and local
more responsive and
more responsible. This is the only

Montana Constitution, there are some  government
important changes.
